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[Purpose] The purpose of this study was to clarify the features of the conversations of PWA using
conversation analysis. [Methods] Conversations among two PWAs and four conversational partners
were studied. Verbatim transcriptions of 10-minute conversation were analyzed. The number of
backtrackings, trouble appearances, and initiated resolution and resolved troubles were tallied.
Additionally, the conversations with and without troubles as well as the conversation where the
troubles were resolved were extracted. [Results] In all the exchanges, the number of backtrackings
of PWA was higher than that of the partners. Furthermore, the initiation and completion of the
repairs of troubles were attempted by the PWAs and partners. Some of the troubles caused by PWA
were owing to aphasia while others were due to the characteristics of Japanese language
[Discussion] In the conversations of PWA, the basic characteristics of conversation among Japanese
speakers were noted. Troubles in conversation were caused by not only the PWA but also the
partners. It was confirmed that PWAs are involved in communication issues caused by themselves
as well as by partners, thereby leading to resolution in a few cases. [Conclusion] Some of the
attributes of Japanese PWA conversations could be explained through this study. Conversation
analysis is, therefore, highly beneficial to understand the characteristics of Japanese PWA.
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
